Originating in the United 
States, a "sing-out," as 
described by Miss Hop-
craft, is "something that 
grew out of a musical 
explosion. It is a pro-
gramme of original songs 
with a winning quality 
and a universal flavour, 
produced with actions and 
movement to a lively 
accompaniment of guitars, 
saxaphones, drums and 
piano," she explained. 

Earlier this year, the first 
South African "sing-out" 
was presented, under the 
name of "Springbok Stam-
pede," in Pretoria and a 
similar group toured the 
Cape and the Karoo during 
July, performing always to 
enthusiastic and capacity 
houses. A tour of "Spring-
bok Stampede" on a very  

much larger scale is now 
being prepared for Decem-
ber. 
"We have the names ot 

hundreds of young people 
who are interested in taking 
part," she told me. 
Miss Hoperaft is respon-

sible for the musical direc-
tion and conducting the 
choir in rehearsal.

now open at Reid's Radio. 
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
