Think oi unselfishness. Most 

of our political, economic anu 
social schemes are created to 
curb our selfishness. What 
would happen if we began think-
ing of the other fellow more 
than ourselves? What would 
happen if each of us were to 
make a simple decision never 
to be concerned about ourselves 
again? Selfishness is deadly in 
society. It binds and blinds; it 
deadens and deafens; it divides 
and multiplies. 

What about absolute love? 
Real care means that I live to 
make the other person great. To 
do that 1 must find an answer 
for ambition and jealousy in my 
own life. It takes a miracle. The 
miracle starts when we begin 
to listen twice as much as we 
talk.

Lastly, I believe, we are see-
ing a new kind of conference. 

A British diplomat who re-
presents his country at man,y 
international conferences re-
marked with some sagacity that 
the problems around the con-
ference table are often larger 
than the problems on the con-
ference table. The new kind of 
conference starts there. The re-
solutions we make here will not 
be on paper but in our hearts. 
And they will not be about 
where someone else ought to 
change, but where each of us 
is prepared to change and take 
a new kind of responsibility. 

An Irish Senator came to 
such a conference. She thought 
she would find a platform from 
which to air what she felt to 
be the grievances, of her down-
trodden country. You can guess 
who was to be the target of 
her remarks. But she found a 
change that started with her-
self and made her a force for 
unity in the Councils of 
Europe. 

This, I believe, can be a new 
kind of conference froni, which 
an answer can go out through 
the length and breadth of 
A frica.

cipline they need. It must be 
a society which unites all na-
tions in those great tasks: to 
make the work and wealth of 
the world available for all and 
for the exploitation of none; 
to keep the peace and make 
it permanent; and to give 
birth to a world-wide renais-
sance. 

As I am se is my nation. 
The world is the way it is 
because of the way 1. and mil-
lions like me live. Many of us 
know where we need to 
change. We are decidedly 
clear on where other people 
need to change and other na-
tions. But the secret of re-
making the world is to begin 
with ourselves and our own 
nation. 

The Beginning 
The way to change is to 

begin ,putting right what is 
wrong. The question is how to 
begin? 

Take a pencil aird"ptiptr- 
write down the places where 
change is needed. Start with 
honesty. Absolute. What about 
money? I think of a friend of 
mine who was always complain-
ing about dishonesty in the gov-
ernment while he was avoiding 
the customs' tax himself. His 
change meant paying back what 
he owed. Now instead of criticis-
ing the politicians he tells them 
how he became honest. 

What about the person from 
whom I feel most divided? Is 
it all his fault? I may be 10 
per cent wrong, but it is 
easier for me to put right 10 
per cent than for him to put 
right 90 per cent. So why 
not start there? Honest 
apology works between men 
wherever they are— in an 
industry, a cabinet, an inter-
national conference. 
Then, take purity. Am f for 

myself or for what I can give? 
Am I governed by what I want 
or by what is right? Do I exploit 
others for my satisfaction or do 
f live clean as a whistle? Abso-
lute purity includes thoughts ar 
well. it's a stiff test, but we  

kid- kepi. I had the thought to 
ipologise to a man of whom I 

iir
ad been critical, because I was 

bitious for his position. I had 
ectiou to be honest with my 

family. 

A Simple Formula 
The universal experience is 

this, that as we begin to put 
right what we can, a new power 
is released in us which cuts 
through the pride, greed and bit-
terness which rules us so much 
of the time. The formula is 
simple. Listen honestly. Write 
it down. Carry it out. The re-
sults are undeniable. For every 
one, everywhere, whether with 
faith or no faith, it works. It is 
tried, tested and true. It ha,  
never been known to fail. You 
can try to argue yourself out 
of it-1 did. You can try to 
laugh it off — I did — not be-
cause it was laughable, but be-
cause I had the uncomfortable 
thought that I was going to 
have to put right a difficult 
situation. Laughter was my 
smoke-screen. But when yoli 
attually try it you will step into 
a new life. You will live and 
create unity. You will rebuild 
Men and their relationships. You 
Will become an effective force 
for remaking the world. 

Now is the time to begin.

We do not enter this 
struggle to maintain the: status 
quo, but we accept in advance 
all the consequences absolute 
moral standards wil show to be 
involved in our present com-
mitment.
