was president of Hiroshima col.
lege on August 6.1945.

The bomb was never men-
tioned in the 5.minute exchange
but i t  was there all the same.
And sitting in the audience. lis•
timing over the drone o f  the
motion picture cameras. were
seven hibakusha, "exploslon.af•
reeled people.- all survivors of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki.
