In the present condition of
the world with its great. and
dangerous contrasts between the
nations, it is of the utmost  im-
portance that the spiritual links
between countries be developed
and strengthened. The Oslo States,
from their character, their inter=
national position and their politi=
cal mentality, are especially quali-
fied with united forces to keep
the flame of the spirit high among
men.  Increasingly they ‘are ‘com-
ing to realize that above the daily
war for selfish and materialistic
interests there s something
higher, richer and greater that
